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History, summary 
The English Bull Terrier was created to meet the demands for a family and 
show dog for the better-off middle class. Its origin traces back to crossing of 
the English Bulldog (which was then of the mastiff type), the Dalmatian and 
the White English Terrier. As a breed it was presented in the year 1862 – 27 
years after English law forbade fights between dogs and other animals. 
 
The Miniature Bull Terrier is the smaller version of the English Bull Terrier and 
thus has existed just as long. They were originally born in the same litter, 
where the smaller Bull Terriers eventually were known as ’Miniatures’. In 1872 
the Miniature Bull Terrier is first mentioned as a breed in the book  ’The Dogs 
of the British Islands’.  
 
The very small (Miniature) Bull Terriers weighing about 11 – 13 lbs were al-
legedly used for fox hunting underground especially on the larger estates in 
England (early 1900-century). The Miniature Bull Terrier has been bred since 
1938 as an independent breed.
